America’s Surface Transportation
(FAST) Act

* VTA's BART Phase Il Extension is well
suited due to VTA's financial capacity,

* FTA pledged $125M in August 2019

* VTAIs currently preparing a grant
request to secure balance of federal
funding for project

* VTA s targeting submittal of grant
request to FTA in mid-July

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Benefits of EPD

* No approvals required prior to award of grant; only 120-day review period
* No evaluation ratings required for Project Justification

* Phase Il is the first and only project accepted into program to date

June 2020: VTA awarded $1.58 million through FTA Pilot Program for TOD Planning

VTA will work with communities, Cities of San José and Santa Clara on how best to:

- Enhance plans for the 28th Street/Little Portugal and Santa Clara BART Station
areas based on the TOC Playbooks strategies and “tool kit”

- Establish a BART corridor-wide mobility and investment program and policies
to fund and implement improvements and amenities that support TOCs

- Create a Master Plan for TOD on VTA property in the 28th Street/Little Portugal
BART Station area

Discussion between VTA and the Cities on how to coordinate and implement this
work will begin by August, with a goal for this next effort to start in early 2021.
